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London Green MEP urges residents to join anti war march

Green MEP Jean Lambert and other leading activists will be out in force at tomorrow's Don't Attack Iraq demonstration. The demo, which begins on Saturday at 1pm, stretches from Embankment to Hyde Park and is anticipated to be one of London’s biggest anti war rallies ever.

 She stated: "US and British governments have a long history of choosing which dictators to demonise and which to arm, and often they are the same people - it just depends whether they're in or out of favour at the time.”

"A government which will support one barbaric regime while bombing another has little moral credibility."

“The UN has not sanctioned the action favoured by Blair and Bush, and under no circumstances should Blair undermine the position of the UN.
